Studying Word Meaning Using Context Clues*

Studying word meaning using context clues is a strategy to understand new vocabulary by paying attention to the surrounding information instead of directly using a dictionary. Context clues can come from reading, speaking situations, pictures (visuals), and sentence structure. In reading, students find clues from nearby words that explain or describe the unknown word. In speaking, meaning is understood from the situation or conversation. Pictures help learners guess meaning through visual information. Sentence structure helps learners identify meaning based on grammar and word function in a sentence. Using context clues improves vocabulary, reading comprehension, and communication skills. This method trains students to think critically and become more independent learners.
